We all rely on the biodiversity of rainforests as a source of
food, medicine and other resources. These tropical habitats also serve as a winter home-away-
from-home for thousands of migratory birds that nest and raise their young at RBG each
summer.

Through Discovery Stations, lively displays and engaging programming led by RBG Interpreters,
visitors to Under the Canopy uncover the threats facing our rainforests and what actions they
can take — from choosing the right coffee to growing the right garden plants — to become
advocates for conservation and support healthier rainforest ecosystems.

Each day of the exhibit, including holidays and March Break, is
filled with fun activities and some fantastic four-legged guests.
